Instead of a smaller completely finished
facility, God led us to build the largest building
we could, leaving portions of our new church
home unfinished. Together, we said yes to a
‘now or never' opportunity to excavate a vast
lower level. Together we saw the dramatic
savings we could achieve by building the shell
of a Fellowship Hall/ Gymnasium/Community
Center, even if it meant having those spaces
unfinished for now. When finished, present
and future ministries to children, youth, and
adults within and beyond our church family
will thrivel Without them the opportunities
they offer will be unfulfilled.

OUR CHALLENGE
With combined gifts and pledges of $2 million to the Continue the Journey Capital Campaign, we will use:

$100,000  to support the Ablaze for God's Mission effort of the Southeastern District. This gift will

help fund its new Learning Center to be built at St Andrew and also be used by our
congregation to grow disciples of Christ

$1,500,000 to provide space for the ministries mentioned above in presently unfinished areas of

our new building while reducing our financial obligations to The Lutheran Church
Extension Fund (our lender) so those ministries can go forward.

$400,000  to provide funding for present and future ministries beyond our General Operating
Budget during our early years of transition to our new church home.
