MedicAlert provides 
emergency information by 24 hour hotline that gives 
doctors all the information that cannot fit on the 
bracelet/necklace and they notify the contact person 
you have listed ...a Godsend!”

The Maryland Public Service Commission has 
introduced a new regulation that should offer some 

protection for seniors having 
financial difficulty.  Under the 
rule, gas and electric companies 
must check the 72-hour weather 
forecast before disconnecting a 
customer for nonpayment.  If the 
temperature is expected to be 95 
degrees or higher (or 32 degrees or 
lower in the winter) the utility 
cannot turn off the power.  The 

old, the young, and people with chronic disease are 
most likely to suffer during extreme weather, 
according to the Centers for Disease Control and 
Prevention, which says air conditioning is the best 
protection against heat-related illness and death.  
 
On a totally unrelated topic, herbs have been used as 
healing remedies for centuries.  Peppermint is 
purported to settle upset stomachs, Lemon Balm may 
dispel anxiety, Rosemary could 
increase memory, Valerian acts 
as a sleep aid and Sage could 
ease sore throats.  81-year-old 
botanist Jim Duke offers this 
healthy concoction which he 
named Crème D’Mentia:  Mix ½ pint 80-proof vodka 
with ½ pint water.  Add ¼ fresh lemon, 4 T. 
rosemary leaves, 6 T. lemon balm leaves, 4 T. 
peppermint leaves, and 2 T. sage leaves.  Add sugar 
to taste.
